Keynote Speaker: James H. Sills, III Chief Information Officer, State of Delaware


James H. Sills, III has over 25 years of Banking and Technology Management experience.  Mr. Sills’ background includes a unique combination of executive experience within large-scale banking operations, community banks and government organizations.  Prior to his appointment as the Chief Information Officer (CIO) for the State of Delaware, Mr. Sills was the Founder and President of i9Direct, an employee eligibility firm based in Wilmington, DE.   Prior to starting his own company in 2007, Mr. Sills was an Executive Vice President of MBNA America Bank (now Bank of America) the largest credit card institution in the world.  In this capacity, he served as, the Director of Corporate Technology Solutions for the $80 billion US Card Division.  He was directly responsible for the implementation and service delivery of technology related projects for 17-business units worldwide.  Combined these projects generated over $10 Billion in balances and fee income over $1.5 billion on an annual basis.   

 

Prior to relocating to Wilmington, DE in June of 2001, Mr. Sills served as the President and CEO of Memphis First Community Bank (now Landmark Bank) in Memphis, TN.  Previously, Mr. Sills served as President of the Holding Company and the Chief Operating Officer for First Tuskegee Bank in Montgomery, AL from October 1991 to September 1998.   Mr. Sills co-founded the institution and was directly responsible for bank administration including operations, marketing, technology, loans and asset quality.   

 

Mr. Sills has served on numerous boards, such as the Montgomery Community Foundation, Montgomery Chamber of Commerce, Girls Inc., Whitehaven CDC, Porter Leath Children’s Home, First Night of Wilmington and Police Athletic League of Wilmington, DE.   

Mr. Sills received a BA from Morehouse College in Atlanta, GA and MPA from the University of Pittsburgh.  Mr. Sills is also a graduate of the University Of Wisconsin School Of Banking.

Annual Scholarships

The BDPA Scholarship recognizes outstanding students of diverse cultures and underserved communities, with an interest in information technology that makes significant contributions to society. Applicants must excel academically, show exceptional leadership potential and make an impact through service to their communities.
For this year’s event, only 1 scholarship at $1,000 will be awarded.  The hope is that this scholarship will open the door for additional corporate sponsorships to support the expansion of the scholarship pool with a goal of awarding 3 to 4 $5,000 scholarships in the near future.

Families in Technology Day
A family in Technology (FIT) Day is a planned annual event that is hosted with our corporate sponsors and strategic partners to elevate technology awareness of our surrounding communities. FIT Day is free and open to the general public. During the event, attendees sit in on workshops on computing basics, computer repair, the Internet, personal communication and other subjects. One of the most exciting aspects of this event is that we give away sponsor donated computers, devices and software to families that attend the event. FIT Day is indeed an excellent opportunity for people of all ages to learn about technology and come together as a community. High School Computer Camp & Competition

The High School Computer Camp (HSCC) provides the opportunity for high school students to learn basic computer concepts, development methodologies, HTML, and project management. Each city trains an average of 25 students over the course of six months using the computer text
book, Schaum’s Outlines Introduction to Computer Science, as the basis for the introductory instruction. 

The National High School Computer Competition (HSCC) is a rigorous competition scheduled over two days at the National Conference. It consists of three required components including the Round-robin Oral Exam, a 15-minute Computerized Introduction to Computer Science Exam

including general computer concept questions, and a 7-Hour Programming Competition developing a Web-Based Application that solves a complex business problem. The 2008 1st, 2nd 3rd,   4th and 5th  place teams were rewarded with scholarships presented during the National BDPA Conference Awards and Recognition Gala.  
Annual BDPA National Information Technology Showcase 

The Annual BDPA National Information Technology (IT) Showcase allows student presenters from all over the United States to showcase their talents by presenting technology based research projects. The presentations will represent advanced computing topics presented by highly motivated high school and undergraduate college students to an audience of students and IT professionals. 

College and high school students have the opportunity to participate in this 2-day event held in conjunction with the Annual National BDPA Technology Conference. The focus of this event includes, but is not limited to, intelligent technologies (i.e., smart toys, machine learning, and genetic algorithms, etc.), wearable computing technologies, web technologies, parallel computing technologies, computing curricula, computer graphics technologies, etc. 

The student’s Presentations/Research Projects will be judged in two categories, college and high school by a panel of 3 Judges. Three awards will be made in each category for 1st, 2nd, and 3rd place. The awards will be presented at the IT Showcase Awards Presentation at the end of the IT Showcase session. Each participant will be recognized with a Certificate of Appreciation.
